TUTORIAL LESSONS  
 
WATERCOLOUR - A FINE ART Jose Jebb has agreed to repeat this course for 

members who are on the waiting list.   There are also 4 extra places being offered, so if you are  
interested contact Doreen Watson.   Four x 2 ½ hour tutorial sessions (June 30, July 7, 14th and 21st) 
at 1.00 pm.   
 

PLIFE DRAWING TUTORIALS:  Have you ever wondered about attending Life Drawing 

classes but have been unsure how to go about it. Here‟s your opportunity to learn.  GARRY OSBORN 
will take four 2 1/2 hour tutorials over two months on Tuesday mornings 12th, 19th,July and 9th,16th, 
August from 9.30a.m. to 12 noon.  Titled :     LEARNING TO DO LIFE DRAWING. 
 
Progress from Basic Black and White studies to full colour studies.  There will be no live models. The 
fee will be $20 in total. Enrol on the clipboard in the Society Foyer. The full fee must be placed in an 
envelope in the wooden subscription box when enrolling. Mark envelope with your name and Tutorial. A 
materials list is available next to clipboard.

Tip -  If you are unsure how an addition to your painting will look,  you can get some clear 

plastic and place over the painting then do a trial, painted directly on the plastic, so you can see 
the effect that it will have without altering your original. 
 
If you would like to obtain a large piece of clear plastic you can phone David at Copyman 
Greerton and ask him to save you an off-cut which he will do for free. We thank Copyman for 
doing such a good job with the Society‟s printing and being so helpful. 
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CRITIQUE MORNING – WEDNESDAY 25 MAY 
 
Mary Brookes critiqued member‟s paintings which members felt very helpful.    
 
The guest speaker after critique was Ross Brown from Sun Media Ltd who gave us an 
insight into the current climate with printed newspapers and the modern trend of electronic 
newspapers.    Sun Media Ltd produces the Weekend Sun, free newspaper, as well as 
Sunlive.co.nz - local news, daily and online, providing news and entertainment information 
from the Western Bay of Plenty.   This is of course available on your computer or IPad. 
 
Ross also shared humorous anecdotes about his life experiences as a newspaper 
photographer at Truth, The Dominion, Manawatu Evening Standard and as Chief 
Photographer at the Bay of Plenty Times for 31 years. 
 
In 1995 Ross and his wife Lynne purchased Harrisons Art Gallery where they supported 
local artists until they sold in 2001 and shifted out of the area.   
 
Ross says artists need to start with quality products, good canvases and paints.   Artists 
need to test the market and see where they fit in.  Selling is a skill that artists need to pick up 
on.  The artists‟ name is their brand; use your name as a marketing strategy.  Art is a 
journey, like a stepladder. When selling look at a buyer‟s body language, be confident, tune 
in to a buyer‟s emotion, and ask questions like how does that painting make you feel?  A 
truism he likes is “If you love it when you first see it, you will always love it.” 
 
 In Ross‟s opinion the price you sell at should be what you would sell at in a Gallery, 
consistency is important.   Make it easy to buy, e.g. hire an EFTPOS machine.  He says to 
beware of the buyer‟s friend, if possible separate them.    You can also use the strategy 
“what do you think, isn‟t it great she is getting so much joy out of buying that painting?  It is 
making her happy.” 
 
This morning was a lot of fun and we encourage you to come along to Critique mornings, 
bring along your paintings with name covered to obtain constructive help.  Even if you don‟t 
need help, this is a wonderful chance to listen to the Critiquer and pick up tips for your future 
use.   After the critique session you can enjoy the guest speaker which changes every 
month.
